WHEREAS, the Agency staff has gathered for the review of all
interested parties the environmental documents prepared and
approved by the local Lead Agencies for the hereinabove described
developments pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act
(California Public Resources Code Section 21000 et seq.) and the
National Environmental Policy Act (42 U.S.C. 4321 et seq.); and

WHEREAS, the staff has prepared for the review of the Board
of Directors an Initial Study of the potential environmental
impact of the Agency's proposed decision to issue notes and bonds
to finance the hereinabove described projects as well as a project
specific study on Yerba Buena Village pursuant to the California
Environmental Quality Act and the regulations promulgated pursuant
thereto; and

WHEREAS, the staff has prepared for the review of this Board
of Directors a draft Negative Declaration based upon the aforesaid
Initial Study pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act
of 1970 and the regulations promulgated pursuant thereto; and

WHEREAS, notice of the preparation of the Initial Study and
draft Negative Declaration was published once in the Sacramento
Bee and the San Francisco Chronicle on May 25, 1977, or as soon
thereafter as practicable and mailed copies of said documents were
sent to all interested parties; and
